I enjoy both hosting folks over at the rectory and being the guest at 
someoneõs home. Hosting, of course, can be quite the project. Cleaning 
the house, preparing food, setting the table, serving the guest, attending 

to their needs, engaging with them in thought-provoking conversation and letõs not 
forget to open the wine ð and then cleaning. Being a guest, too, requires effort. For me 
to come over to your home and just sit there like a lump on a log would be, well, rude. A 
guest participates in the hospitality and meal offered. A guest engages the host in con-
versation, receives the meal and drink warmly, dresses appropriate for the occasion and 
at the end of the evening expresses gratitude ð and leaves refreshed. Jesus is our host 
every Sunday. We are his guests. How do we ready ourselves ð spiritually and even 
physically ð for being the guests of God? Jesus invites us to this holy Meal with these 
words from todayõs first reading (Proverbs 9:5, NJB): 
  òCome and eat my bread, 

drink the wine which I have drawn.ó 
 
A Life in the Spirit Seminar  continues at the Minnesota State Corrections Facility. I 
am grateful for the team from our parishes who are going up to the prison every week to 
teach, witness to the faith, and pray with and for them. One only gets to prison because 
of serious crime, some of the men there have been or will be there a very long time, and 
some will die there. Yet all of them are made in the image of God ð all must be treated 
with dignity - even the most harden. On the cross, Jesus promise paradise to one of the 
men being crucified. We too must be ambassadors of Godõs Divine Mercy. (I am grateful 
for the prison staff who works hard to enable us to minister there.) 
 
FAMILY  FORMATION  begins this fall. Parents, when they present their child for bap-
tism, make an explicit promise, òto raise your child in the practice of the faith.ó It be-
longs to the parents to be the primary educators of the faith. Why? Because ultimately 
faith cannot be taught, it must be caught. This year we are working hard to help parents 
form their children in the faith. Regardless of where a child goes to school, every parent 
has a moral responsibility to teach and train their children in the practice of the faith. I 
invite all parents to come to one of the upcoming informational sessions on FAMILY  
FORMATION  on either Wednesday, August 19th or Sunday, August 23. Both sessions 
start at 6:30 PM and are at the new church.

Automated External Defibrillator 
(AED). An Automated External 
Defibrillator (AED) is a simple, easy 

to use device that analyzes the heartõs 
rhythm and tells the user to deliver a life 
saving shock if necessary. In memory of 
Patrick Brown, his family donated monies 
for a AED and it is located in the narthex 
of our church 
     Sudden cardiac arrest brought on by 
ventricular fibrillation (VF) is a 
dangerous arrhythmia in which the heart 
quivers chaotically instead of beating in 
normal rhythm resulting in death. The 
effective treatment for ventricular 
fibrillation is delivery of an electric shock 
by a òdefibrillatoró. Early defibrillation 
(within 3-5 min of heart attack) is critical 
to survival. Every minute defibrillation is 
delayed survival rate plunges. The AED 
can be used by anyone. 
     Dr. Mary Cameron will provide 
medical direction for the AED. Kerry 
McCarthy is program coordinator. Kerry 
will be demonstrating the AED at the 
Parish Nurse 1st aid booth at Spirit 
Fest!! 
     The AED does not eliminate the need 
to activate the Emergency Response 
system/CPR. This needs to be started 
immediately while awaiting AED. 
Likewise AED does not replace the need 
to be trained in CPR. Having an AED 
opens a vision for us. We would like 
many of our parishioners to be trained in 
CPR.
