òReceive a child.ó  To receive a child is to receive Jesus!  Children are 
one of the Gospel symbols for the least of all.  In our own society we still 
will hear vestiges of this in the saying, òChildren are to be seen, not 

heard.ó  In the day of Jesus, children had very few rights.  After all, they were totally 
dependent, didnõt produce anything of value, and suffered a very high mortality rate.  
They were seen -  and all too often used - as a commodity or a means for doing the fam-
ily work.  So when Jesus exhorts us to receive children, He is telling us to receive, wel-
come, embrace people who are dependent; to love those who donõt produce much of 
value, and donõt contribute towards the good of society.  Children still fall into this cate-
gory, as well as the unborn, the immigrant, elderly, people suffering from Alzheimerõs, 
those living in nursing homes, physically challenged, the mentally ill and the list can go 
on.  The Church - that is, you and me - must receive and embrace the òchildrenó.  It 
must be one of the marks that distinguishes our community. 
 
We will have visitors from KITUI, AFRICA.   The parish of St. Michael in Kenyon 
participates in the Archdioceseõs program of òTwinning with Africaó Southeast Deanery 
(i.e., region) of the Archdiocese.  A delegation from Kitui arrived this past week and will 
spend several days visiting the parish of St. Michael.
