Getting back to the basics: Genesis and marriage. In our first reading we hear of how it is not good 
for man to be alone. From the side of man, God fashions woman. Male and female God made them. 
Christian sacramental marriage expresses the heart of God. God is Triune ð a community of persons, 

Father, Son and Holy Spirit, whose name is Love. Marriage is a community of love. God always pours himself out in 
love (Father to Son and Spirit, Son to Spirit and Father, Spirit to Father and Son). A husband gives himself to his 
wife and a wife to her husband ð in love. And God is always giving, generative, creating. Husband and wife through 
their loving embrace bear fruit. Numerous studies over the past several years have been pointing out that fewer peo-
ple in the US are getting married. A cursory study of our own baptismal records indicates that fewer than 50 percent 
of those baptized in our parishes between 1960 and 1979 have been married in the church.  Yes, we need more 
priests, but the more significant crisis, I believe, lies in our churchõs (and societyõs) dearth in marriages. Let us all 
hold up the beauty and great good of Sacramental marriage.
