The Flu, H1N1. Symptoms are similar 
to the seasonal Flu: fever, cough, sore 
throat, body aches, headache, chills and 
fatigue, & occasional diarrhea & 
vomiting. If you develop symptoms of the 
flu, contact your health care provider to 
see if you are a candidate for antiviral 
drugs. Vaccination is encouraged against 
both seasonal and H1N1. The first to 
receive H1N1 are: Pregnant women; the 
young from age 6 months through age 
24; health workers; younger and middle-
aged adults with chronic health 
conditions. 
 Children are more susceptible to H1N1 
flu. They do not have the accumulated 
immunity that older people have; also the 
virus has more opportunity to spread 
with school in session.
