The 
People of God, who turn to Him will be made whole. Like the Blind Bartimaeus Jesus will restore us. Jesus will renew our souls, our 
very beings, so that we might follow Christ as disciples and we might serve Him and one another generously.

All Souls Day is November 2. This year we will also celebrate our annual Memorial Mass. Plan on attending. 
 
Deacon Dan Wesley retires from his position as a paid staff member of our parishes. Ordained twenty-six years ago, he has served most of his dea-
conate here in Faribault. Over the years he has held just about every position from youth minister to administrator. Through out his tenure here, 
however, Deacon Dan has always served people in need, especially the poor. I am very grateful for his tremendous service and ministry. His ministry 
has been marked by wisdom, insight and deep charity. Deacon Dan will still continue to serve in our Prison Ministry after he retires. May God bless 
both he and his wife, Gloria! 
 
The Society of St. Vincent de Paul, a Catholic lay organization serving the poor and needy begins this weekend at our three parishes of Divine 
Mercy, St. Michael and St. Patrick. This has arisen as we reflected on carrying out our parishõs mission of caring for the poor after Deacon Dan 
Wesleyõs retirement. The rule of The Society of St. Vincent de Paul describes their vocation is to òfollow Christ through service to those in need 
and so bear witness to His compassionate and liberating love. Members show their commitment through person-to-person contact. Vincentians serve 
in hope.ó Is God calling you to be a member of the Society of St. Vincent de Paul? 
 
Day of the Dead or El Día de Los Muertos is a Mexican celebration that commemorates those who have gone before us. It is celebrated in the begin-
ning of November. The first two days of November are All Saints Day and All Souls Day. The Mexican tradition, which has origins predating Chris-
tianityõs arrival in the western hemisphere, has a few significant focuses. It recognizes that when we die, we still are living, but in a new place of rest. 
Special altars are made to commemorate those who have gone before us and are asleep in Christ. Deceased children are remembered with white flow-
ers and candles. It is custom to make an òoffendaó or offering of food, fragrant flowers, candles and prayers for the deceased. Images of òdeathó are 
decorated in a way that makes light of death. òWhere oh Death is your victoryó (1 Corinthians 15:55). Pictures of deceased loved ones are posted on 
the altars. Finally it invites the living to ponder their own life meaning and mission. Joseph Ratzinger, now Pope Benedict, expresses our human 
longing for connection to the dead in light of love. òLove wills eternity for the beloved and therefore for itself. The Christian response to our problem 
is, therefore: Immortality does not inhere in a human being but rests on a relation, on  relationship, with what is eternal, what makes eternity mean-
ingfuló (p. 259, Eschatology, Death and Eternal Life).
