Sharing of our time, 
talent and treasure expresses in the real our trust in God. I still remember Pope 
John Paul II speaking to hundreds of thousands of people in Des Moines on 
October 4, 1979. He spoke to my heart, òDo not simply share from the surplus 
food from your table, but give from the substance of what you have.ó I prefer to 
be safe in my giving ð give, but donõt let it affect me. The Poor Widow gave 
from her substance. Her giving affected her manner of living. Jesus, I trust in 
you.
