Are we supposed to live in terror 
and fear? To the first question, Jesus puts it best in todayõs Gospel, 

òOf that day or hour, no one knows, neither the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but 
only the Father.ó And the second question we should answer in the negative. God 
does not want us to live in fear. Nonetheless, we must always live attentive to the 
reality that our own entry into Life Eternal can happen whenever. In the meantime, 
God gives us the Spirit so our lives might be characterized by the Fruits of the Spirit:
