Happy New Year! I pray that God will bless this year for us all with 
an abundance of his mercy and grace. 
 
Today we celebrate the great FEAST OF THE  EPIPHANY . We cele-
brate the manifestation of Christ to the world. Jesus was born for us all. 
The church weds together three great Christological manifestations: 
the Magi, Baptism of the Lord and the Wedding Feast at Cana. They 
all demonstrate that Jesus came for all, brings mercy and salvation for 
all, and calls all to dwell with him forever. This week we hear of the 
arrival of the Magi ð foreigners who see the òstaró pointing to Christ 
and respond by visiting Jesus. Next week Jesusõ public ministry begins 
with his baptism. Then in two weeks we will hear the Gospel depicting 
the Wedding Feast in Cana, which shows how Jesusõ love and faith 
were not private. The mission of Jesus was and still is: us. And like 
Christ, our love and faith must never be private.

The friend who can be silent with us in a 
moment of despair or confusion, who can 
stay with us in an hour of grief and 
bereavement, who can tolerate not 
knowing, not curing, not healing....that is 
the friend who cares." With this in mind, 
we can simply say, "I am here for you, if 
you need anything - even just my 
company, and I will pray for you."
