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I am guessing Jesus had some good material that he preached a number 
of times. Todayõs Gospel gives us a hint to that. Today we hear the Ser-
mon on the Plain. Rather similar to the Sermon on the Mount, but refo-
cused, perhaps for a different group needing a different twist on a great 

homily. So on the plain, Jesus is rather straight forward; so soft peddling the message. 
Blessed are the poor, hungry, those weeping and those hated. Woe to the rich, filled, those 
laughing and spoken well of. Jesus is serious, he knows life is fragile, he knows people are 
living lives of fear, anxiety, guilt and shame, of economic misfortune, suffer from disasters 
and simply down on their luck. The question is simple: with whom do I identify with? 
Jesus identified with the poor. 
 
Next Sunday we will have a very special night for our confirmation students ð although 
all are welcomed ð looking at vocation. God calls ð discerning the call of God for my life. 
Father Michael Becker, Spiritual Director  at Saint John Vianney Seminary will preside 
at our 5:00 pm Mass on Sunday, February 21, 2010. I first met Father Becker when he 
was baseball player for the University of St. Thomas in the mid 1980õs. He has a great 
story to tell é but I think he struck out in baseball. A program for all confirmation stu-
dents follows Mass. Again, all welcomed.

Because it takes less energy to 
move less weight, a 130 pound person 
will burn fewer calories: about 207 
calories walking or 472 calories climbing 
stairs for one hour.
