I am currently in Poland receiving the relic of Saint Faustina. We 
leave on Monday morning to begin our trek back to Minnesota. I 
wrote this last Sunday é so I presume our trip continues to be won-
derful. Know that I am keeping you all in my prayers.  

 
A bush burns but is not consumed. That would even get my attention as it got 
Mosesõ. We have all heard the story many times, but do we know its significance. A 
couple things I want to point out. First , this encounter occurred while Moses was 
simply attending to his regular work of tending the flock of his father-in-law, Jethro. 
All too easily we separate work from God or we try to keep God out of our work. 
Nothing could be further from what God wants. Work can be a place of holiness, and 
therefore, expect to encounter the presence of God as you work. Second, God reveals 
his name, I AM. The Hebrew form is Yahweh (sxs )˧. So holy is this name that Jews 
and Christians in solidarity with them never say the Name. Jesus speaks of himself as 
I AM ð the bread of life; the way, the truth and the life; the Light of the world; the 
Good Shepherd; the vine, etc.  I invite you to ponder todayõs reading, Exodus 3:1-15, 
sometime this week.

More tips on watching what you 
eat: If you donõt buy junk food and 
bring it into your home, you wonõt 

eat it, at least not while you are at home. 
In the olden days we were told not to 
waste food, but it is actually better for 
you to throw away non-nutritious foods 
than it is to eat them. If you are 
overweight, reducing your intake by 100 
calories per day is a small sacrifice that 
will pay off in the long run. Remember, at 
this rate, it will take 35 days to lose one 
pound. Most of all, donõt feel sorry for 
yourself and overcompensate at other 
times: just 1 cup of M & Mõs contains 
about 1,000 calories! Be persistent, and 
donõt give up.
