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Palm Sunday ð We commemorate Jesusõ entry into Jerusalem preparing for 
the Passover and the fulfillment of his mission to bring salvation to the whole 
human race. This week bids us all to grow spiritually more deeply. I invite us 
to participate in the liturgical events, especially on Holy Thursday, Good 
Friday and Holy Saturday. 
 

First of all, the Sacrament of Reconciliation will be offered on Monday and Wednesday from 
6:00 to 8:00 pm at Divine Mercy Church. While we should daily confess our weakness and sin to 
God, Jesus has established this Sacrament as the normative means by which we are forgiven and 
restored to the life of Communion with the Body of Christ. This Sacrament, not only forgives sin, 
but gives us grace to more fully live the Christian way of life ð the way of Love. Indeed this Sac-
rament is a gift from God to us personally, but also to the whole Church. 
 
St Augustine wrote, "Let no one say: I confess my sins secretly to God. It is enough that He who is to 
forgive me knows the penance I make in my heart. If this were the case, Jesus would not have sent the Lep-
ers (Luke 17:11-14) to the Priests nor would He have said to the Apostles: That which you will loose on 
earth will be loosed in Heaven. If God had given us the power to open Heaven by ourselves, His having 
given the keys to the Church would be useless. It is not enough to confess ourselves to God, therefore, but we 
must confess ourselves to those who received from Him the power to loose and bind." 
 
Holy Thursday  ð Mass of the Lordõs Supper ð will be at 7:00 pm. This liturgy makes the explicit 
connection between the Eucharist we receive and the service we must give as we witness the 
priest wash the feet of members of our parish community. It ends in a solemn procession of the 
Blessed Sacrament and then in silence as we spend time in Vigil with the Lord. 
 
Good Friday of the Lordõs Passion ð Stations at 12:00 noon, Communion and Veneration of 
the Cross at 3:00 pm in English and 7:00 pm in Spanish. On this day we enter into the very Mys-
tery of the heart of why Christ became Incarnate: to conquer sin and death so we might dwell 
with God forever. 
 
Note: The Faribault School District sent me a memo reminding us that Good Friday is a school 
day. However if parents wish their children to be absent from school, they can be for religious 
reasons. 
 
Holy Saturday ð The Great Easter Vigil begins at 8:30 pm. This year we have several people 
who will be baptized into the Catholic Faith. (Later, during the Easter season a number of other 
adults will be received into full communion with the Catholic Church and be Confirmed.) The 
Easter Vigil liturgy ð punctuated with powerful symbols of Fire, Water, Oils, Bread and Wine, 
and readings ð recalls the Passover of the Jewish people out of slavery to freedom. But its great-
est focus is our liberation by Christõs death and resurrection from sin and death. 
 
Easter Sunday ð regular Sunday Mass schedule ð gathers the people of God to celebrate with 
great joy and my yelling the A words lots of times! We welcome all to this day with great joy. 
 
Parking. As we plan for the masses on Easter Sunday morning, we are anticipating that our 
overflow parking lots are not going to be ready to handle parking due to the wet conditions to 
date.  Based on this, we have received permission from the Faribault school district to utilize the 
middle school parking lot for overflow parking and we have secured two small buses from Fari-
bault Transportation to provide shuttle service from the middle school parking lot. 
 
Volunteers will be on hand to help manage the parking on Easter Morning.  The shuttle buses 
will run from 6:45 a.m. to 12 N and will shuttle people to the door by the activity room.  We will 
also be specifying a larger area for handicapped/senior parking in the main lot to accommodate 
our seniors as close to the church as we can.  Parking will also be available along the north side 
of Mercy Drive. 
 
Parish Mailings  are now available at the Parish Communication Center in the Narthex by the 
south entrance. If you did not already do so, please get your latest mailing today. This is in re-
sponse to the many, many, many people who have suggested, and even complained about, the 
number of mailings sent from the parish to your homes. We will do all we can to make sure mail-
ings are still mailed to shut-ins. Obviously, financial statements and the like will still be mailed 
due to confidentiality.
