Years ago, we were advised to flush 
unused drugs. Now, in order to help keep 
them out of the drinking water, streams, 
and lakes, or out of the wrong hands, we 
are asked to bring outdated or unneeded 
drugs (human or veterinary) to the Rice 
County Drug Collection Box located just 
inside the first set of doors at the new 
Faribault Police Department building. 
Simply remove or black out any 
information that identifies the patient, 
but leave the drugõs name on, if 
possible. These drugs will then be 
destroyed in a non-polluting way. Even 
unidentified or illegal drugs and drug 
paraphernalia (but not needles or 
syringes) are welcome for disposal, 
confidentially and with no questions 
asked.  You do not have to talk with 
anyone; just drop them in the secure 
metal box. There is no cost for this 
service.
