semble. The white robes signify our baptism, hence the gathering al-
ready begins every Sunday at Mass when the Baptized gather for Mass. 

Finally, the 
heavenly assembly will be one in which all is well. As Blessed Julian of 
Norwich wrote, òAnd all shall be well, and all shall be well, and all 
manner of thing shall be well in the end.ó Godõs vision is really, rather 
beautiful. May it be our vision and may we, graced by the Spirit, foster 
its realization here and now.
