It is knowing God is 
with me, loves me, attends to me ð here and now ð no matter what my here and 
now are. It is not about magically making all better. It comes from knowing I am 
where the providence of God wants me, even if that place is not where I want to 
be. The peace of Christ comes from doing the will of God, no matter how difficult 
it can be. The peace of Christ cannot be taken from me by anyone or any situa-
tion. I can give it up, but it cannot be taken. The peace of Christ is a gift.
