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Jesus ascends into heaven 40 days after the Resurrection. Today we 
celebrate Ascension Sunday (formerly known as Ascension Thursday). 
The Ascension of the Lord, a central teaching of the Church, gives 

us hope and encouragement.  This is a feast of hope! Even though the early church 
saw Jesus disappear from their sight, they had faith that where Jesus went, they 
would follow. Our hope is founded on more than us merely rising from the dead. Our 
hope is that we shall dwell forever with God in the joy of Heaven. There, with God and in 
communion with God, we shall also be in communion with all who have died in 
Christ. The Mystery of the Ascension encourages us a preserver in our faith ð no 
matter what the struggles ð for one day we shall dwell in the peace of eternity.
