Our lives as Christians center on the Eucharist. Without the 
Eucharist the Church would not exist. It is Christ, present in the 
Eucharist, who gathers us together every Sunday. And without the 

Church the Eucharist would not exist. It is in the gathering of the Body of Christ that 
the bread and wine becomes the Eucharist. We are very fortunate to have the Eucha-
rist every week. Not every parish throughout the world or even throughout the 
United States is so fortunate. Our life comes from the Eucharist and leads to the 
Eucharist. In receiving the Eucharist our lives then consist in bringing the Eucharist 
to everyone in every situation of our lives. The Eucharist is Christ Jesus. 
 
Hence of all that our parish does ð and we do many beautiful and wonderful things ð 
the most central action  of our parish is the Sunday Eucharistic celebration. Of all 
the things we want to be well done, the most important act we must do well is cele-
brating the Eucharist. Hence our choirs rehearse, our lectors practice, our servers 
receive special training, our ushers attend to the needs of all, flowers trimmed, etc. 
 
But we must prepare in another way. We must prepare personally ð and in two ways. 
First,  the immediate and relatively easy preparation occurs by dressing well for 
Mass, reading the scriptures before we come to church, going occasionally to recon-
ciliation, taking our children to the restroom before Mass, arriving early to pray, 
(spitting your gum out before entering church), etc. But, secondly, we must also pre-
pare ð and this is the far more important and constant preparation we must engage in 
ð we must live Eucharist lives. In our daily routine and in our more exciting mo-
ments of the week, we love everyone, we sacrifice for others, and we serve without 
distinction. Being diligent about the second, even if the first lags a bit, means we are 
ready. Come and experience Him in the Breading of the Bread. 
 
We wish Father Ortega well as he ventures to a new parish for his priestly ministry. 
This week and next he has some farewell celebrations after the Masses he celebrates. 
I am grateful for his ministry here for the past two years. Please keep him in your 
prayers during this time of transition. 
 
Last week I attended the ordination of seven new priests for the Archdiocese. In-
cluded in the seven were Father Doug Pierce, who served as deacon here last sum-
mer and Father Eric Lundgren  who will begin his priestly service here in a couple 
weeks. At one point in the Ordination ceremony the candidates lie prostrate on the 
flow as the assembled community chant the Litany of Saints. It is a time of both seek-
ing the intercession of the Saints and a time for the priestly candidates to lay their 
lives down symbolically for the Body of Christ. I reflected on my own ordination on 
May 25, 1996 when I laid on that same cold stone floor. I knew that I would need the 
prayers of every Saint and member of the parishes I would ever serve. I knew that 
demands of the minstry would tax me to ever greater depths. I knew that my life was 
not my own. And I knew that God would provide ð as long as ð I placed my trust in 
Jesus. 
 
We welcome Father Douglas Pierce this week as he celebrates two Masses of 
Thanksgiving (both the 10:00 and 12:00 noon at DMCC) for his ordination to the 
Priesthood last Saturday. We welcome as well his parents Todd Pierce and Patricia 
Pierce, who no doubt rejoice in their sonõs ordination. He begins his priestly ministry 
at St. Odilia Catholic Church in Shoreview on June 16, 2010.
