
Eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time 
June 13, 2010 

 
This current monthõs issue of National Geographic tells the story of 
Daniel Stephanus "Stefaans" Coetzee, a man, who as a young teenager 
became involved in gang warfare in South Africa. He murdered be-
cause he believed in white supremacy commonly promoted through 

the apartheid government. Now in prison, he serves out his term. Over the ensuing 
years an old prisoner kept telling Stefaans of about the true love and mercy of God. 
Slowly his heart began to experience Godõs mercy. Eventually, Stefaans comes to 
realize the evil he had believed and committed. He seeks an occasion to meet with 
those whose lives now are lived in agony because of his sin. In a beautiful telling of 
Divine Mercy, the article shares about the victims hearts being melted by the mercy 
of God. Both Stefaans and his victims come to realize, that although justice and 
prison time must be served, that mercy and forgiveness must prevail. His victimõs 
motherõs ends her time with Steffans by saying, "Come here, boy. I forgive you. I 
have heard what you said, and I forgive you." 
 
We hear of King David  in our first reading today, trapped in a cycle of sin: lust, adul-
tery, deception, and ultimately murder. He, also, come to realize that the mercy of 
God is greater than his sin. He endured significant consequences of his sin. But he 
also realized that Godõs mercy reconciles us sinners to God and to the community of 
faith. Jesus prayed, òFather, forgive them (who now kill me on the cross!) for they 
know not what they do.ó

at 3:00 at Divine Mercy Catholic Church. All are welcome to came and wish him well. 
Our new associate pastor, Father Erik Lundgren begins later this week. Keep them 
both in your prayers during this time of transition. 
 
Our Parish Trustees and the Parish Pastoral Council accepted the budget pro-
posed by the Finance Committee for the 2010-2011. This year has called us to really 
put our trust in God. As our non-controllable expenses (heating, insurance, etc.) keep 
increasing and collections are not, we have looked at how we organize our ministries 
and parish staff. This budget reality will result in a reduction to our parish staff.  This 
is in addition to last yearõs reduction when we went from 3 priests to 2, and Deacon 
Dan Wesley was not replaced upon retirement. What does this mean? Our PPC be-
lieves that this is an opportunity for us to ponder our assumptions about ministry 
here at Divine Mercy. Over the past few months we have begun to shape our ministry 
focus around three main areas: Ministry of Communion, Ministry of Mission and 
Outreach, and Ministry of Administration. It is my conviction that this will ulti-
mately lead to our parish experiencing a greater partnership in ministry. That is, all 
of us, graced with the Holy Spirit through baptism must respond to the needs of the 
community. Please keep us all in your prayers during these days of transition and 
grace. 
 
Father Clayton Haberman has been a priest for 65 years. A priest of the Diocese of 
Winona, he retired here in Faribault. As a retired priest he has generously served our 
community of parishes. Fr. Haberman has been a tremendous witness of priestly min-
istry. Filled with the wisdom of the Holy Spirit he gives great homilies and sound 
council in confession. St. Patrick, St. Michael and Divine Mercy are hosting a Mass in 
his honor on Monday, June 28 at 5:30 pm at Divine Mercy Catholic Church.
