How we answer the question Jesus poses in todayõs Gospel deter-
mines everything about our lives. òAnd you, who do you say that I 
am?ó Peterõs response, òYou are the Messiah of God.ó And for the

During your daily Take Ten 
this week, ponder the question of Jesus deep in your heart. Reflect on Jesus as 
Messiah, Savior, Lord, Forgiver, Friend, Helper in Need, Rock of Safety, Brother, 
Bearer of the Spirit, Bread of Life, Mediator, Lamb of God, Light of the World, 
Alpha and Omega, Morning Star, Redeemer, Word of God, Bridegroom, Servant, 
Son of God, Emmanuel, I AM the Way, the Truth and the Life, and Companion 
on the Way. However we answer the question today, it determines the way we 
live our lives today.

Salt in small amounts is an essential 
nutrient, but too much salt in your 
daily diet causes your body to retain 

fluids. These extra fluids increase your 
blood volume which increases your blood 
pressure. The governmentõs Dietary 
Guidelines for Americans 2005 says that 
healthy adults should consume no more 
than 2,300 mg of sodium per day. Adults 
with high blood pressure, blacks, and 
anyone middle-aged or older should 
consume less than 1,500 mg of sodium 
per day along with a minimum of 4,700 
mg of potassium in food (fruits and 
vegetables) each day, since potassium 
helps to lower blood pressure.
